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World Peace Gathering - Kuan Yin Mandala

Good morning everyone! This is today’s Dharma Espresso on World Peace Gathering - Kuan
Yin Mandala.

Dear friends, there are only one or two more weeks before we have the Amitabha World
Peace Gathering. In the Amitabha WPG, we will have the Great Compassionate Kuan Yin
Mandala. Up to now, we have had the Boundless Light Mandala, the Amitabha Mandala, and
the Perfect Harmony Mandala. All of these Mandalas depicted the special characteristics of
transcending worldliness or getting out of the samsara world, the characteristics of the light
from our true nature that always radiates and that we can always feel. In the middle of the
Mandala was a statue of the Amitabha Buddha. You all probably remember the beautiful
crystal clear statue in the middle of the Mandala with the bright light always shining. That
was a very important image. It means we always have the Amitabha Buddha in our heart and
mind radiating light in our lives. His light radiating is never obstructed by our sorrows. We
may have sorrows or difficulties, sometimes our bodies may be sick, sometimes we may store
up so much suffering, or have so many conflicts within us, but the Amitabha Buddha in our
heart and mind always manifests with light shining outward. That is a very special thing;
therefore, in the Avatamsaka Sutra, the Amitabha Buddha represents the Dharma Realm of
Noumena, or Principles. Our suffering, joy or sadness, and life experiences are called the
Dharma Realm of Phenomena, or the realm of events. Thus, when we have the Amitabha
statue in the middle of the Mandala, surrounded by the five squares, this represents the
complete non-obstruction of noumena and phenomena. This non-obstruction of principles
and phenomena is the very important philosophy underlying the Amitabha World Peace
Gathering.

This year, instead of placing the Amitabha statue in the middle of the Mandala, we will
replace it with the statue of the Great Compassion Kuan Yin Bodhisattva with six hands and
six eyes radiating light. The Amitabha statue represents the path upward, the path of
liberation. Now the statue of the Great Compassionate Kuan Yin Bodhisattva represents the
path going down, the path of engaging with the world, of saving sentient beings from
suffering and difficulties. Both paths are called the Dharma Realm of Noumena, or
Principles.

The Dharma Realm of Phenomena is the realm of happenings that we can see and feel. No
matter what happens in our lives, how much suffering we endure, we should never forget that
the Buddha nature always exists. This is the meaning of the non-obstruction of noumena and
phenomena. Don’t ever think that because we suffer and have done many bad things, we
don’t have Buddha nature. Our Buddha nature is ever-present and always manifests, except
that we have not yet reached the area of non-obstruction. It is similar to when we say that the
clouds cover the sun. The truth is the clouds can never cover the sun but only cover our
vision to see the sun.

Dear friends, the Great Compassionate Kuan Yin Mandala is very special this year because it
shows how to bring Kuan Yin’s true nature into the world of happenings, the Dharma Realm
of Phenomena. If we want to have an unobstructed life, we need to bring Kuan Yin
Bodhisattva into our lives, that means we need to bring six most basic practices into our lives.
The six practices are: Hand Giving, Hand Letting Go, Hand Comforting, Hand Untying
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Knots, Hand Uplifting and Hand Fulfilling Wishes. These are representations of the six hands
of Kuan Yin.

In the last 10 years, | have talked about five words that begin with the letter ‘T’: Thuwong
(Loving/Lovable), Tha thir (Forgiving), Thoi (Letting go), Tuy (Flexible), Thoang (Open).
Then later, | added the sixth T word: Théng (Empathy and Sympathy). These six words refer
to our heart and mind development, or our internal development, which means we practice
the Amitabha Buddha qualities and the Amitabha Buddha Mandala, not about our physical
body.

Now 10 years later, as we enter a new era, we need to become Kuan Yin Bodhisattva. Our
Compassionate Service Society needs to practice with the hands and eyes in this time and
space. Hands are the means, so we change the 6 T’s which are Thuwong (Loving/Lovable), Tha
thir (Forgiving), Thoi (Letting go), Tuy (Flexible), Thoang (Open)and Théng (Removing
Obstruction.) to the 6 hands: Hand Giving, Hand Letting Go, Hand Comforting, Hand
Untying Knots, Hand Uplifting and Hand Fulfilling Wishes. From the heart, we need to
practice the eyes which are the way we look at things. Between the heart and hands, those
eyes are: Eyes of Gratitude, Eyes of Seeing True Nature, Eyes of Kindness and Goodness,
Eyes Seeing Thru, Eyes of Forgiveness, and Eyes of Deep Faith.

In this talk, I would like to remind the volunteers in the Caring Team and the Hospitality
Team to remember these special characteristics. That means we have to behave in a way that
helps the attendees of the World Peace Gathering feel what we offer them. We should make
them feel that they can leave their suffering at home when they enter the WPG, that all their
suffering is reduced, that they can resolve their problems, and that they can have answers, not
from my teaching, but from those with whom they interact. When people attend the WPG,
they will see that all our volunteers are full of loving-kindness and can lift them up. And at
the end, in spite of deep hidden feelings in their heart, they can feel satisfied.

Dear friends, dear volunteers, please practice looking deeply and following the six hands and
six eyes of Kuan Yin Bodhisattva. In this Amitabha WPG and this Great Compassionate
Kuan Yin Mandala, truly help the attendees see that we are practicing to be the manifestation
of Kuan Yin. Please help them feel the hands of the Great Compassionate Kuan Yin through
the hands of the volunteers and the members in the Caring Team and Hospitality Team, and
make them feel as if they enter the world of Kuan Yin Bodhisattva.

Thank you for listening. Please remember that it’s not that you have no ideal in life, but that
your ideal is to become the manifestation of Kuan Yin Bodhisattva. | wish you all a
beautiful, happy and awaken day.
